Revised Monographs Decision Tree

It’s a new work if:

●Creator is same but very different 
scope of content/coverage
(may or may not be a title change)
●New creator, like an adaption or 
revision (See 6.27.15)

It’s a new expression if:

●Creator same, no major differences in 
content
●Presented as an “edition”
●All expressions related by authorized 
access points
●Optional: Use 775 (Revision of), not 780

Optional: Relate the works (Chap. 
25) with 500, 7xx name/title.
Optional: Use relationship 
designator from J.2

Did title change?

Most common.
Indicated by new ed.
statement (250).
Collocate by 1xx/245 or 245.
Use no uniform title.

Make 130 or 240 from 
original work. (See 
6.27.1.5)
Make unstructured 
description (500) or 
775 (Revision of)

If order of names different: Transcribe in order 
in 245 |c but make 1xx based on the first 
resource received (usually the earlier work).

If additional creator: Decide if new work (very 
different scope/content) or new expression, by 
checking edition statements, prefaces, 
introductions. Caution: sequentially numbered 
edition statements are not always evidence of a 
new expression.

If original creator disappears: 
Probably new work.
Optional but useful to relate to 
earlier work using 7xx and J.2.6.
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
