Settled Water Channel: The
means by which the clarified

Sludge Drain: Allows the operator
to remove settled particles from
the entrance and sedimentation
tanks
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Rapid Mix Pipe: Ensures
chemical coagulant is
distributed evenly throughout
water. Brings water from
Entrance Tank to Flocculator
